As part of the Eaglestone Group’s commitment to fighting climate change, The Bridge was the first
project in Luxembourg to commit to and be certified as carbon neutral.

The «reduce» stage of the «measure - reduce - offset» process foreseen by the Carbon Footprint Neutral
certification allowed the project’s initial carbon footprint to be reduced by over 20%.

The remaining 2,900 tonnes of emissions were offset locally through a partnership with the National

Forestry Office in Moselle, which enabled the replanting of 18 hectares of diverse tree species adapted
to climate change.
